MOUNTING

Mount the brackets onto the vehicle:

There are 2 sets of brackets. The short brackets provide a mounting
height of 1.6" to 3.1". The tall brackets provide a mounting height of
1.75" to 6.4". Drill two 1/4" holes in the mounting surface.

(The bracket can be used as a template to mark the hole locations.)

Attach the brackets to the vehicle with the supplied mounting bolts,
washers and nuts.

MOUNTING (conTINUED)
Install the ARROW BAR onto the brackets:

ORIENTATION:

The ARROW BAR must be installed onto the vehicle in the following
orientation for the LEFT and RIGHT arrow patterns to display
correctly. Power cord indicates RIGHT side.

There are pre-installed square nuts in the back rail of the ARROW

You can connect to a master switch or ignition switch if you do not

want the system to be used when the engine is off, etc. The wireless

remote will not be able to turn the arrow bar or auxiliary device on

unless power is applied to the arrow bar.
